EPISD Fine Arts Department invites all EPISD Faculty and Staff to participate in the 2018 annual Art Exhibit. Due to the large number of entries, this exhibit will be curated one of our local arts association.

The Art exhibition will take place at the International Art Museum located at 1211 Montana Ave.  El Paso, TX 79902. Opening reception will take place on February 7, 2019 from 5:00-7:00 pm. The EPISD Faculty and Staff art exhibit will be on display from February 7-28, 2019. Art Exhibit is free and open to the public.
GUIDELINES
 

**ENTRIES: A maximum of two entries per artist in any medium, there is no size limitation. No late work accepted
**SIZE:  No size limitation
**WEIGHT:  The maximum weight for any entry including sculpture or craft items shall not exceed 30 pounds. All artwork will be screened for size and weight requirements. All entries will be required to meet specifications.

**PROBLEMS:  Any item or work of art that might present processing or exhibition problems will not be accepted for exhibition. This includes small, fragile, framed, glass covered, wet or smearable surfaced items. There is an exception in the jewelry category. All drawings must be fixed. All artwork must be of quality craftsmanship.  Sculpture must be stable.
**ENTRY BLANKS: Every item must be identified by an official entry blank that is firmly attached to the item. On 2D artwork, the entry blank should be taped to the back BOTTOM right corner of the frame. On other items, the entry blank should be pasted to a cardboard and the blank attached by a string to the entry. All 3-D entries should be placed in a box with the proper packing materials, and should be tagged with the upper part of the entry form pasted to a piece of lightweight cardboard.

**INVENTORY LIST:  Each faculty/staff member will need to fill out an inventory list (see attached) of their entries. Inventory List is due on January 28th, 2019 to Rosa Aguilar rmaguil1@episd.org   Inventory list must be accurate as it will be used to generate display labels. Teacher/Staff information, name/school should be included on the back of the artwork in case the entry blank is detached.

Also, please include your permission form to exhibit and check off box if you are allowing your artwork to be sold by the museum. All sale transactions will be dealt exclusively between artist and museum.
**ENTRY Pictures of artwork: In order for your artwork to be considered, you will need to upload an image (jpeg format) and email it to rmaguil1@episd.org by January 28, 2019
Curated exhibit will also award a best of show recognition and monetary incentive by community art advocates. Additional details will be forthcoming.

CATEGORIES

 

Each entry will be identified on the entry blank with the teacher’s name, title, medium, category, group, school name. Teachers will make category selection before emailing the Inventory List and digital pics of work (jpeg) due by January 28, 2019 to rmaguil1@episd.org
Categories:
 

1. Painting:  Painting techniques and media; oils, tempera, water-based media, transparent watercolor, acrylic, mixed media, enamels, etc.

 

2. Drawing:  Black and white or colored media; chalks, crayons, markers, pencils, charcoal, pen and ink, mixed media, etc.

 

3. Design:  Art elements on a flat surface; collage, pattern, paper mosaic, etc.

 

4. Printmaking:   Graphics; monoprint, serigraphs, silkscreen techniques, collographs, embossed prints, intaglio, lithographs, and relief printing techniques.     

 

5. Sculpture/Ceramics:  Three-dimensional arrangements of art elements; assemblage, paper-mache, pottery (hand built or wheel thrown), bas-relief, ceramics, wire, plaster, etc.  

6. Textiles/Fibers/Jewelry:  Body ornaments; soft jewelry, metals, enamels on metals, decorative wearable items, rings, pins, necklaces, bracelets. Weaving, stitchery, macramé rugs, needlepoint, batik, hand cast papers, wall hangings, braiding, etc.

 

7. Photography/ Computer Graphics/Printed Media/Installation: All Photography, Digital Artwork and video installation
