ENTRIES

There is a limit of 5 pieces per campus. Entries must be original and of high quality. Art works will be displayed based on availability of space.  
SUBMISSIONS
Entry Dates:  Wednesday April 12th, 2017 is the deadline to submit artwork to Fine Arts. All artwork shall be dropped off at the Fine Arts office at 4864 Doniphan Drive, El Paso, TX 79922. We will accept artwork from 8am -5 pm. 

LATE WORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. 





EXHIBITION
The exhibition will take place at: Coronado High School from April 18th-20th, 2017. Artwork will be hung for two days during the EPISD Jazz Festival Competition, Auditorium will be open to the public only during Jazz Festival Competition hours: 8am-5pm. There will not be a formal opening reception.
GUIDELINES
SIZE:  All entries should not exceed 22” x 36” in any direction. Only 2D work will be on display.
PROBLEMS:  Any item or work of art that might present processing or exhibition problems will not be accepted. This includes small, fragile, framed, glass covered, wet or smearable surfaced items. All drawings must be fixed. All artwork must be of quality craftsmanship. 
PARENT PERMISSION FORMS: Every item must be identified by a parent permission form that is firmly attached to the item. Without these forms, artwork will not be showcased. 
 

INVENTORIES:  Each teacher will need to email a TYPED inventory list of their submissions, due on April 12th, 2017 to Rosa Aguilar rmaguil1@episd.org ***Inventory list must be accurate as it will be used to generate display labels.  Student information, name/school should be included on the back of the artwork in case the parent permission forms is detached.
